“We are pleased to conduct these dialogs because we believe the community’s input is crucial 
to the process of hiring a top-flight successor to Superintendent Steven Adamowski, who has 
announced he will retire next July,” said Achieve Hartford! Executive Director Jim Starr.  “We 
know that in the long term, schools improve more when parents and the community as a whole 
are engaged,” he added.
